Pleasebeawarethat thefina selection
and purchasing decision regarding the type of scooter to be used isthe responsibility of the scooter user whois
cgpableof making suchadecisionand hishher hedlthcare professond (i.e., medica doctor, physical therapist, etc.).

The contents of thismanual are based on the expectation that amobility device expert has properly fitted the
scooter to the user and has assisted the prescribing healthcare professional and/or theauthorized Pride Provider in
theinstruction processfor theuse of the product.

Thereare certain situations, including somemedical conditions, wherethe scooter user will need to practice
operating the scooter in the presence of atrained attendant. A trained attendant can be defined asafamily member
or careprofessiona specialy trainedin assisting ascooter user invariousdaily living activities.

Asyou begin using your scooter during daily activities, youwill probably encounter situationsin whichyou will
need some practice. Simply takeyour timeand you will soon bein full and confident control asyou maneuver
through doorways, on and off elevators, up and down ramps, and over moderateterrain.

Below are some precautions, tips, and other safety considerationsthat will help you become accustomed to
operating the scooter safely.

MODIFICATIONS

Pride has designed and engineered your scooter to provide maximum mobility and utility. However, under no
circumstances should you modify, add, remove, or disableany feature, part, or function of your scooter.

WARNING! Do not modify your scooter in any way not authorized by Pride. Do not use
accessories if they have not been tested or approved for Pride products.

REMOVABLE PARTS

WARNING! Do not attempt to lift or move your scooter by any of its removable parts,
including the armrests, seat, or shroud.

PRE-RIDE SAFETY CHECK

B Check all electrical connections. Make surethey aretight and not corroded.
B Check al harness connections. Make surethey are secured properly.

B Check thebrakes.

B Check battery charge.

If you discover aproblem, contact your authorized Pride Provider for assistance.

TIRE INFLATION

If your scooter isequipped with pneumatic tires, you should check or havetheair pressure checked at least once
aweek. Proper inflation pressureswill prolong thelife of your tiresand help ensure the smooth operation of your
scooter.

WARNING! It is critically important that 30-35 psi tire pressure be maintained in pneumatic
tires at all times. Do not underinflate or overinflate your tires. Low pressure may resultin
loss of control, and overinflated tires may burst. Failure to maintain 30-35 psi tire pressure
in pneumatic tires at all times may result in tire and/or wheel failure.

A WARNING! Inflate your scooter tires from a regulated air source with an available pressure
gauge. Inflating your tires from an unregulated air source could overinflate them, resulting
in a burst tire.

WARNING! When changing a tire, remove only the center lug nut, then remove the wheel.
If any further disassembly is required, deflate the tire completely or it may explode.

WEIGHT LIMITATIONS
Your scooter israted for amaximum weight capacity. Refer to the specificationstablefor information.

MANDATORY! Stay within the specified weight capacity of your scooter. Exceeding the
weight capacity voids the warranty. Pride will not be held responsible for injuries and/or
property damage resulting from failure to observe weight limitations.

WARNING! Do not carry passengers on your scooter. Carrying passengers on your scooter
may affect the center of gravity, resulting in a tip or a fall.

INCLINE INFORMATION

More and more buildings have rampswith specified degrees of inclination, designed for easy and safe access.

Somerampsmay haveturning switchbacks (180-degreeturns) that requireyou to have good cornering skillson

your scooter.

B Proceed with extreme caution asyou approach the downgrade of aramp or other incline.

B Takewideswingswithyour scooter around any tight corners. If you do that, the scooter’srear wheel swill
follow awidearc, not cut the corner short, and not bumpinto or get hung up on any railing corners.

B Whendriving down aramp, keep the scooter’s speed adjustment set to the slowest speed setting to ensurea
safely controlled descent.

B Avoid sudden stopsand starts.
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When climbing anincline, try to keep your scooter moving. If you must stop, start up again slowly, and then
accel erate cautiously. When driving down anincline, do so by setting the speed adjustment dial to the slowest
setting and driving intheforward direction only. If your scooter startsto move down theinclinefaster thanyou
anticipated or desired, allow it to cometo acomplete stop by releasing thethrottle control lever. Then push the
throttle control lever forward dightly to ensure asafely controlled descent.

WARNING! When climbing an incline, do not zigzag or drive at an angle up the face of the
incline. Drive your scooter straight up the incline. This greatly reduces the possibility of a
tip or a fall. Always exercise extreme caution when negotiating an incline.

WARNING! Do not drive your scooter across the side of an incline or diagonally up or down
an incline; do not stop, if possible, while driving up or down an incline.

A WARNING! You should not travel up or down a potentially hazardous incline (i.e., areas
covered with snow, ice, cut grass, or wet leaves).

WARNING! When on any sort of an incline or decline, never place the scooter in freewheel
mode while seated on it or standing next to it.

WARNING! Even though your scooter is capable of climbing slopes greater than those
illustrated in figures 1 and 1A, do not, under any circumstances, exceed the incline
guidelines or any other specifications presented in this manual. Doing so could cause
instability in your scooter.

NOTE: When negotiating ramps, if the throttle control lever is released while moving forward, the
powered scooter may " rollback" approximately 1 foot before the brake engages. I f the throttle control
lever is released while moving in reverse, the powered scooter may " rollback" approximately 3 feet
before the brake engages.

CORNERING INFORMATION

Excessively high cornering speeds can create the possibility of tipping. Factorswhich affect the possibility of
tipping include, but are not limited to, cornering speed, steering angle (how sharply you areturning), uneven road
surfaces, inclined road surfaces, riding from an areaof low tractiontoanareaof hightraction (such aspassing from
agrassy areato apaved area—especially at high speed whileturning), and abrupt directional changes. High
cornering speeds are not recommended. If you feel that you may tip over in acorner, reduce your speed and
steering angle (i.e., lessen the sharpness of theturn) to prevent your scooter fromtipping.

WARNING! When cornering sharply, reduce your speed and maintain a stable center of
A gravity. When using your scooter at higher speeds, do not corner sharply. This greatly

reduces the possibility of a tip or fall. Always exercise common sense when cornering.

BRAKING INFORMATION

Your scooter isequipped with these powerful brake systems:

B Regenerative: Useselectricity torapidly dow thevehiclewhen thethrottle control lever returnsto the centre/
stop position.

B DiscPark Brake: Activatesmechanicaly after regenerative braking slowsthevehicleto near stop, or when
power isremoved from the system for any reason.

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OUTDOOR DRIVING SURFACES

Your scooter isdesigned to provide optimum stability under normal driving conditions—dry, level surfacescom-
posed of concrete, blacktop, or asphalt. However, Priderecognizesthat therewill betimeswhen youwill encoun-
ter other surfacetypes. For thisreason, your scooter isdesigned to perform admirably on packed soil, grass, and
gravel. Feel freeto useyour scooter safely onlawnsandin park areas.

INCLEMENT WEATHER PRECAUTIONS

Exposure of your scooter to inclement weather conditions should be avoided whenever possible. If suddenly
caught up inrain, snow, severe cold or heat while operating your scooter, proceed to shelter at the earliest
opportunity. Thoroughly dry your scooter before storing, charging, or operating your scooter.

PROHIBITED! Operating in rain, snow, salt, mist/spray conditions and on icy/slippery surfaces
may have an adverse affect on the electrical system. Maintain and store your scooter in a
dry and clean condition.

WARNING! Prolonged exposure to hot or cold conditions may affect the temperature of
upholstered and non-upholstered items on the scooter, possibly resulting in skin irritation.

FREEWHEEL MODE

Your scooter isequipped withamanual freewhed lever that, when pulled up, alowsthe scooter to be pushed. For
moreinformation about how to placeyour scooter into and out of freewheel mode, seeV. “ Your Scooter.”

WARNING! When your scooter is in freewheel mode, the braking system is disengaged.
B Disengage the drive motors only on a level surface.

B Ensure the key is removed from the key switch.
\ B Stand beside the scooter to engage or disengage freewheel mode. Never sit on a
scooter to do this.

B After you have finished pushing your scooter, always return it to the drive
mode to lock the brakes.

Anadded featurebuilt into the scooter is* push-too-fast” protection which safeguardsthe scooter against gaining
excessive speed whilein freewheel mode.

“Push-too-fast” operatesdifferently depending on which of two conditionsexists:

B |fthekey isswitched “off” whileinfreewheel mode, the scooter’scontroller activatesregenerative braking
when the scooter is pushed faster than amaximum threshol d which hasbeen preprogrammed. Inthiscase, the
controller isacting asaspeed governor.

B |f thekey isswitched“on” whilein freewheel mode, youwill encounter considerableresistanceat any speed.
Thispreventsthe scooter from gaining unwanted momentum should themanual freewhed lever inadvertently
be released whiledriving the scooter.

STAIRS AND ESCALATORS
Scootersare not designed to travel up or down stairsor escalators. Alwaysuse an elevator.

/A\ WARNING! Do not use your scooter to negotiate steps or escalators.

DOORS

B Determineif thedoor openstoward or away fromyou.

B Useyour hand to turntheknob or push the handle or push-bar.

B Driveyour scooter gently and slowly forward to push the door open. Or drive your scooter gently and slowly
backwardsto pull the door open.

B If youareinthedoorway of an elevator when the door(s) begin to close, push on the rubber door edge or
alow therubber door edgeto contact the scooter and the door will reopen.

B Usecarethat pocketbooks, packages, or scooter accessoriesdo not become caught in elevator doors.

NOTE: If your scooter’sturning radiusis greater than 60 in., it may be difficult to maneuver in eleva-
tors and building entrances.

Although your scooter may be equipped with a positioning belt, this belt is not
designed to provide restraint during motor vehicle transport. Anyone travelling in a motor
vehicle should be properly secured in the motor vehicle seat with safety belts fastened
securely.

WARNING! Always be sure your scooter and its batteries are properly secured when itis
being transported.

PROHIBITED! Removal of grounding prong can create electrical hazard. If necessary, properly
install an approved 3-pronged adapter to an electrical outlet having 2-pronged plug access.

PROHIBITED! Never use an extension lead to plug in your battery charger. Plug the charger
directly into a properly wired standard electrical outlet.

NOTE: There is a charger inhibit function on your scooter. The scooter will not run and the battery
condition meter will not operate while the batteries are charging.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

How doesthecharger work?

When your scooter’s battery voltageislow, the charger works harder, sending more electrical current to the
batteriesto bring up their charge. Asthe batteries approach afull charge, the charger sendslessand lesselectrical
current. When thebatteriesarefully charged, the current sent from the charger isat nearly zero amperage. There-
fore, when thecharger ispluggedin, it maintainsthe charge on your scooter’ sbatteries, but doesnot overcharge
them. We do not recommend that you charge your scooter’ s batteriesfor more than 24 consecutive hours.

What if my scooter’'sbatterieswon’t char ge?

B Ensurethered (+) and black (-) battery cablesare connected properly to the battery terminals.

B Ensureboth battery harnesses, extending from the batteries, are plugged into their mating harnessleading to
thecharger.

B Ensureboth endsof the charger power cord areinserted fully.

Can | useadifferent charger?

Chargersaresalected precisely for particular applicationsand are especialy matched to thetype, size, and chemi-
cal formulation of specific batteries. For the safest and most efficient charging of your scooter’sbatteries, we
recommend use of the charger supplied asorigina equipment with your Pride product only. Any charging method
resulting in batteriesbeing charged individually isespecialy prohibited.
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How often must | chargethebatteries?

Two major factorsmust be considered when deciding how often to charge your scooter’sbatteries:
B All day scooter useonadaily basis.

B |nfrequent or sporadic scooter use.

With these considerationsin mind, you can determine how often and for how long you should chargeyour scooter’s

batteries. We designed the onboard charger so that it will not overcharge your scooter’sbatteries. However, you

may encounter some problemsif you do not chargeyour batteries often enough and if you do not chargethem on

aregular basis. Following the guidelinesbel ow will provide safeand reliabl e battery operation and charging.

B |f youuseyour scooter daily, chargeitsbatteriesas soon asyoufinishusingit for theday. Your scooter will be
ready each morning . Werecommend that you charge your scooter’ sbatteriesfor 8to 14 hoursafter daily use.

B |f youuseyour scooter onceaweek or less, chargeitsbatteriesat least onceaweek for 12to 14 hoursat atime.

Keep your scooter’sbatteriesfully charged.

B Avoiddeeply discharging your scooter’sbatteries.

How can | ensuremaximum battery life?

Fully charged deep-cyclebatteries providereliable performance and extended battery life. Keep your scooter's
batteriesfully charged whenever possible. Protect your scooter and batteriesfrom extremeheat or cold. Batteries
that areregularly and deeply discharged, infrequently charged, stored in extreme temperatures, or stored without a
full chargemay bepermanently damaged, causing unrdliable performanceand limited servicelife.

How can | get maximum rangeor distanceper charge?

Rarely will you haveided driving conditions—smooth, flat, hard driving surfaceswith nowind or curves. Often, youwill
facehills, pavement cracks, uneven and loosely packed surfaces, curves, and wind, al of which affect thedistanceor
running time per battery charge. Below areafew suggestionsfor obtaining the maximum range per battery charge.

B Alwaysfully chargeyour scooter’sbatteriesprior todaily use.

Maintain 30-35 psi ineachtire.

Plan your route ahead to avoid asmany hills, cracked, broken, or soft surfacesaspossible.

Limit your baggageweight to essentia items.

Try to maintain an even speed whileyour scooter isin maotion.

Avoid stop-and-go driving.

What typeand sizeof battery should | use?
Werecommend deep-cycle batteriesthat are sealed and maintenancefree. Both AGM and Gel-Cell are deep-
cyclebatteriesthat aresimilar in performance. Do not usewet-cell batteries, which haveremovable caps.

WARNING! Corrosive chemicals are contained in batteries. Use only AGM or Gel-Cell
batteries to reduce the risk of leakage or explosive conditions.

NOTE: Sealed batteries are not serviceable. Do not remove the caps.
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How do| changeabattery?

WARNING! Contact your authourized Pride Provider if you have any questions
regarding the batteries in your scooter.

Aj WARNING! Do not replace the batteries while the scooter is occupied.

WARNING! The batteries on your scooter should only be servcied or replaced
by an authorized Pride Provider or a qualified technician.

MANDATORY! Battery posts, terminals and related accessories contain lead
and lead compounds. Wear goggles and gloves when handling batteries and
wash hands after handling.

WARNING! Always use two batteries of the exact same type, chemistry and
amp-hour (Ah) capacity.

Why do my new batteries seem weak ?

Deep-cyclebatteriesemploy adifferent chemical technology than that used in car batteries, nickel-cadmium bat-
teries(nicads), and other common battery types. Deep-cycle batteriesare specificaly designed to provide power,
draindown their charge, and then accept arelatively quick recharge.

Wework closely with our battery manufacturer to provide batteriesthat best suit your scooter’sspecific electrical
demands. Fresh batteriesare shipped fully charged to our customers. During shipping, the batteriesmay encounter
temperature extremesthat caninfluencetheir initia performance. Heat diminishesthe charge on thebattery; cold
sowstheavailable power and extendsthetime needed to recharge the battery.
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1t may takeafew daysfor thetemperature of your scooter’s batteriesto stabilize and adjust to their new room or
ambient temperature.

Moreimportantly, it takesafew charging cycles (partia draining followed by full recharging) to establishthecritica
chemical balancethat isessentia to adeep-cyclebattery’s peak performanceandlonglife.

Follow these stepsto properly bresk inyour scooter’snew batteriesfor maximum efficiency and servicelife.

1. Fully rechargeany new battery prior toitsinitia use. Thischarging cyclebringsthebattery up to about 88% of
itspeak performancelevel.

2. Operateyour new scooter infamiliar and safeareas. Driveslowly at first, and do not travel too far fromyour

homeor familiar surroundingsuntil you have become accustomed to your scooter’ scontrolsand have properly

brokeninyour scooter’ sbatteries.

Fully rechargethe batteries. They should beat over 90% of their peak performancelevel.

Operateyour scooter again.

Fully rechargethebatteriesagain.

After four or fivecharging cycles, the batteriesare ableto receive acharge of 100% of their pesk performance

level and areabletolast for an extended period of time.

DISASSEMBLY

You can disassembl e the scooter into seven pieces: the seat, thefront section, therear section, therear shroud, the
basket, and the batteries. Seefigure 14. No toolsarerequired to disassembl e or assembleyour scooter, but keep
inmind that the di sassembled sections of the scooter take up morefloor space than the assembled unit. Always
disassembl e or assemble your scooter on alevel, dry surface with sufficient room for you to work and move
around your scooter-about 5feet in all directions. Remember that some scooter componentsare heavy and you
may need ass stancewhenlifting them.

TIRE PRESSURE
B |f equipped with pneumatic tires, dwaysmaintain aproper 30-35 psi tire pressure.

WARNING! It is important that 30-35 psi tire pressure be maintained in pneumatic tires at
all times. Do not underinflate or overinflate your tires. Low pressure may result in loss of
control, and overinflated tires may burst. Failure to maintain 30-35 psi tire pressure in

pneumatic tires at all times may result in tire and/or wheel failure.
B Regularly inspect your scooter’stiresfor signsof wear.

WHEEL REPLACEMENT

If your scooter is equipped with pneumatic tiresand you have aflat tire, you can havethe tube replaced. If your
scooter isequipped with asolidtireinsert, either the solid insert or the entirewheel must bereplaced depending on
model. Contact your authorized Pride Provider for information regarding replacement wheel sfor your scooter.

WARNING! Wheels on your scooter should only be serviced/replaced by an authorized
Pride Provider or qualified technician.

3. Storeyour scooter inawarm, dry environment.

4. Avoid storing your scooter whereit will be exposed to temperature extremes.

WARNING! Always protect batteries from freezing temperatures and never charge a frozen
battery. Charging a frozen battery may reselt in damage to the battery.

Batteriesthat areregularly and deeply discharged, infrequently charged, stored in extremetemperatures, or stored
without afull charge may be permanently damaged, causing unreliable performanceand limited servicelife. Itis
recommended that you chargethe scooter batteries periodicaly throughout periodsof prolonged storageto ensure
proper performance.

Youmay wishto place several boards under theframe of your scooter to raiseit off of theground during periods
of prolonged storage. Thistakestheweight off thetiresand reducesthe possibility of flat spotsdeveloping onthe
areasof thetires contacting theground.
